DESCRIPTION
Purs copies the null-terminated string s to the standard output stream stwdout and appends a
new-line character.

Fpurs copies the nuli-terminated string s to the named output stream.
Neither routine copies the terminal null character.

DIAGNOSTICS
Both routines return EQF on error.
