DESCRIPTION 

lomap maps the virtual address given by segid and offset into a virtual address using kernel I­ 
space register 5. If the segment is a stack segment, the byte offset is from the top of the seg­ 
ment. The virtual address is returned from C. Up to 8192 bytes may be transferred once this 
virtual address is determined. 

In assembly language, rO must contain the segment ID, segid, rl the byte offset into the seg­ 
ment, and r2 the actual number of bytes to be transferred. The virtual address is returned in 
rO.
